ACTION

1. The Chairman, Canon Paul Jenkins, welcomed members and opened the meeting with prayer. 

2. Apologies were received from David Rivett, Roger ter Haar, Barbara Elliott, Tony Bowden and Kate Ide.
3. Minutes of the PCC Meeting held on 25th January
These were approved as a true record of the meeting.
4.
Matters arising from minutes

a)
Treasurer Vacancy. Paul reported that Tim Bailey was considering the invitation for him to become Treasurer. Paul will follow this up and if Tim turns down the offer, he will contact John Corrie.

b)
Sunday School. Paul said how grateful he was to Pam and Jo who ran a very successful session in March.  A meeting would be arranged for after Easter with all the interested parties to draw up a rota of volunteers. There will be a planning meeting for 2011 Jubilate services in September.

Financial Report. Beverley presented the 2009 accounts for approval. Proposed by Mence and seconded by Peter they were approved subject to the following amendments: Correction on page two under Review of Financial Performance for total outgoings in 2008 which should be £49,378; give more detail to the attendance figures under Review of the Year.
6.
Church building, fabric and churchyard matters.
a) Vestry Project – water heater and lighting. It was agreed that no further action would be taken regarding the water heater. In David’s absence, there was no information regarding the lighting.
b) Quinquennial Report. Beverley to arrange a meeting with John Bailey to discuss recommendations in the report. Paul said that nothing major had been identified except the ledger stone near the choir stalls, which is sinking and causing a trip hazard, and some window sills had been damaged by frost.
c) Lavatories. Paul reported that John Bailey had advised him of a possible solution, in the form of a composting toilet. John Bailey had suggested this could be housed in a new shed just outside the back door of the vestry. As the total cost was estimated to be in the region of £500.00 it would be a cheap, temporary solution worth looking into. Paul would speak to the incumbent of a church in Essex which has had one installed. It was agreed that it would be good to have it up and running in time for the wedding season. 



7. Any other business. 
Paul had been concerned that the graveyard markers had either collapsed or disappeared and he had started a series of stakes to make permanent markers to identify the rows. 
Beverley reported that £150 had been received from the estate of the late Robert Nuttall. It was agreed that this donation and the donations from Harry Raffe’s and Nick Van der Gaag’s memorial services should be put into a designated fund for the Vestry. 

It was agreed that Hazel would invite Pam Walker to join the PCC to replace Ian Fairclough.

Regarding the Holy Well drain, Paul needs to arrange to look at this with Mence and discuss.

It was agreed that more gravel is required for the church paths and it was hoped that this may be donated.

There was no other business and the meeting ended at 21:15 with The Grace.
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
