1. The Chairman, Canon Paul Jenkins, welcomed members and opened the meeting with prayer.

3. Minutes of the PCC Meeting held on 14th December
These were approved as a true record of the meeting.

Matters arising from minutes

a)
Treasurer Vacancy. No action had been taken. Paul to ask Angus Simms and Martin Jenner.

b)
Brenda Jenner’s leaving party. Kate Ide had offered to hold Brenda Jenner’s leaving party at Knightons. Paul suggested a Sunday in February 12pm-1.30pm. Brenda, Sue Vesey, Pip Ainsworth, Trish Fleetwood, Hascombe and Dunsfold PCCs, distributors and printers to be invited. Beverley to arrange.
c)
Village Website. Beverley has looked at the Dunsfold Village Website and the church information appeared to be up to date with a link to the church website.

Financial Report. Beverley had nearly completed all the entries for 2009 and would visit the accountant in early February. Accounts would need to be approved at the PCC meeting on 22nd March. Beverley will invite Mark Rudall to give a presentation at the APCM.
6.
Church building, fabric and churchyard matters.
a) Vestry Project – water heater and lighting. David reported that it is likely the water heater is running to capacity and will only ever produce slow running water. John Deal is considering the lighting.
b) Quinquennial Report. Beverley to supply copies of the Quinquennial Report to Paul, Churchwardens and Mence. Paul and Hazel will arrange a meeting with John Bailey to discuss recommendations in the report.

c) Lavatories. David had received a quote for providing a WC for a weekend @ £130 + VAT. Alternatively for a minimum period of 4 weeks a toilet could be provided @ £26 per week plus VAT or a mains toilet could be provided @ £21 + VAT. Beverley will incorporate the one-off cost as an option in the wedding fees table. Beverley and David to explore alternative options for an interim solution. Paul strongly feels there is a need for a permanent solution. If we are to embark on a fundraising exercise then this project would need to be costed and would be in the region of £60,000 according to previous reports from John Deal.

7.
Sunday School. Roger proposed that the plans for a Sunday School be resurrected and that another meeting with those who had previously expressed an interest would be arranged. Sue Russell-Jones and Pam Walker were suggested as possible coordinators. It was agreed that Sunday School could be held in the Nugent Room on the Sundays when there is Café Church in the Winn Hall and would be launched in March. Beverley to produce some posters.
